Weather conditions: dry/sunny

Wind direction: From East / East South East

Time: 14:56 to 15:06 hrs. Location 2: Opposite Well Site Entrance. No odour detected.

Time: 15:07 to 15:17 hrs. Location 3: Pipers Lane approximately 50m West of Well Site Entrance
(down wind). Intermittent hydrocarbon type odour present. Intensity: 3 - distinct odour. Receptor
sensitivity: Low - road.

Time: 15:27 to 15:37 hrs Location 4: Field to the East of Well Site at site boundary adjacent to work
over rig, (up wind). No odour detected.

Site inspection carried out. It was reported that the well was being 'swabbed" with all
gas/liquids/solids removed being passed through the Expro well test equipment and separator. The
flare was acting as a cold vent as the gas/atmosphere being brought up from the well had
insufficient flow/calorific value to ignite.

The same hydrocarbon type odour detected at off site location 3 was present on the site. There was
a strong hydrocarbon type odour on site down wind of the brine tanks, and when officers were
leaving the site there was an extremely strong hydrocarbon type odour present on site immediately
down wind of the flare stack.

The activities are giving rise to pollution outside the site due to odour (permit condition 3.3.1 and
3.3.2).

Possible sources of odour on site include: Green coloured brine storage tanks 1-5 with vents to
atmosphere, wire line, cold venting via the flare, blue coloured open topped brine storage tanks (not
in use at time of visit), oil/condensate tank vent to atmosphere, expro water tank vent to
atmosphere.

Action 1: Carry out sampling and analysis of the release from the atmospheric vent of a brine tank
whilst it is being filled with brine recently brought to the surface from the well. The purpose of the
analysis is to identify the substances being released to atmosphere. The analysis must include as a
minimum benzene, toluene, xylene, mercaptans, and organo sulphurous compounds. Data to
enable the calculation of a release rate from the tank must also be recorded e.g. Tank fill rate
during sampling period. Details of the proposed monitoring should be submitted to the Environment
Agency prior to the monitoring being carried out. Timescale for monitoring to be carried out and
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results submitted to Environment Agency: 19 September 2014

Action 2: Carry out sampling and analysis of the release from the flare stack whilst it is being used
as a cold vent. The analysis must include as a minimum benzene, toluene, xylene, mercaptans,
and organo sulphurous compounds. Data to enable calculation of a release rate from the vent must
also be recorded. Details of the proposed monitoring should be submitted to the Environment
Agency prior to the monitoring being carried out. Timescale for monitoring to be carried out and
results submitted to Environment Agency: 19 September 2014

Action 3: Submit an odour management plan which identifies sources of odour and measures that

will be taken to manage and minimise the risk of pollution from odour. Timescale: 19 September
2014
